 JESUS - THE CREATOR
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*GENESIS 1:1*
In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.


As you can see in the above verse, it is obvious that God created the heavens and the earth.  By closely examining the scriptures in the bible, we will clearly understand that Jesus is the creator of all things.  In the following verses, we will learn without any inconsistency or contradiction of any kind that the bible undeniably teaches that Jesus Christ is not only the Eternal Word/Son of God, but also Eternal God by which all things were created and do exist.

*JOHN 1:1-3*
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God.  All things were made by him; and without him was not anything made that was made.

*Psalms 33:6*

By the word of the Lord were the heavens made; and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth.

*John 1:14*

And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

*Ephesians 3:9*

And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:
*Colossians 1:16*

For by him (Jesus) were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:

*Hebrews 1:2*

Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;

*1 John 5:20*

And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ, This is the true God,

 and eternal life.

*1 JOHN 5:7*

For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the 

Holy Ghost: and these three are one.

The doctrine of Jesus Christ being Eternal God the Creator of all things is easily supported by the bible and believed on by those who are saved from the wrath of God (1 Corinthians 1:18).  However, we must remember that this teaching is foolish and unacceptable to many people who do not understand the immeasurable capability and infinite mind of God.  By nature, man’s fleshly mind is limited to this world and because of this; he cannot comprehend that Jesus is God nor grasp the fact that God took on the nature of a man.  But, we who have freely received the gift of the Holy Spirit from God no longer think of the bible as being foolish and contradictory because we are capable of rightly comparing *scripture with scripture*.  

Please read the below verses very carefully and may the Lord have mercy and bestow much spiritual wisdom to many.   

*1 Corinthians 2:11-14*

For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? 

Even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God.  Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that freely given to us of God.  Which things also we speak, not in the words which mans wisdom teacheth, but which Holy Ghost teacheth; *comparing spiritual things with spiritual*.  But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, 

because they are spiritually discerned.

*ROMANS 8:5-8*

For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are 

after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. Because the carnal mind is enmity (Hatred) against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.
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
