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In the first part of our study, we will discover that the Lord is impartial, unbiased, fair, and has no preference when it comes to choosing his elect to salvation.   In the latter part of this biblical teaching, we will learn why the scriptures relating to “God is no respecter of persons” do not mean nor imply that the commandments ordained by God regarding the different functions/duties between a man and a woman have been altered or changed in any way.

Lets begin our study by reviewing the following scriptures: 

Roman 2:11-13

11 For there is no respect of persons with God.

12 For as many as have sinned without law shall also perish without law: and as many as have sinned in the law shall be judged by the law;

13 (For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified. 

Colossians 3:25

25 But he that doeth wrong shall receive for the wrong which he hath done: and there is no respect of persons.

1 Corinthians 12:13-14

13 For by the Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.

14 For the body is not one member, but many.

Galatians 3:28-29

28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ.

29 And if ye be Christ’s, then are ye Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.

Acts 10:34-35

34 Then Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons:

35 But in every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted with him.  

In the above verses, the Lord has established that salvation is not determined based on our nationality, gender, status, denomination, confession, or mentality nor is there any special privileges, considerations, or attention given to any person.  Those who are obedient to the word of God (which is only accomplished by the perfect work that Christ has done) will be saved from God’s wrath and all others will have to contend with eternal damnation.  There is no deed that we can achieve, no task that we can perform, nor gift that we can offer that will guarantee our salvation.   The only individuals who will be accepted by the Lord will be his elect who are in every nation, who he will cause to fear him (obey his commandments) and by his grace the Lord will accomplish his good works of righteousness through them. 


Thus far, we’ve learned that the verses pertaining to “the Lord is not a respecter of persons” is in reference to salvation and has nothing to do with the commandments of God changing the role/function of the man (1 Timothy 3:1-15) and the woman (1 Timothy 2:11-15; 1 Corinthians 14:34-35; and Titus 2:1-5).  But, unfortunately, there is a vast amount of people who misinterpret these scriptures and are deceived by a bogus doctrine that supports the belief - “If the Men Aren’t Spreading the Gospel, The Women Will”.  Sadly to say, this belief is contrary to the word of God.  Basically, this false doctrine is saying that it is okay for mankind to alter and disobey God’s word because man knows more than God (a.k.a. a high place).  The individuals who trust in this doctrine are deceiving themselves into believing that they are helping the Lord spread the gospel their way but in fact are opposing God and are exalting themselves above God.  As we know, two wrongs do not make a right no matter how we look at it!  We must remember that the evidence of a true believer is someone who trusts and obeys the word of God in its entirety and leans not to his/her own understanding (Proverbs 3:5-7).  The Lord tells us in his word that our method of thinking will lead us to eternal damnation and our ways and thoughts are contrary to God.  For the Lord states in Proverb 16:25 – “There is a way that seemeth right unto a man: but the end thereof are the ways of death” and in Isaiah 55:8-9 – “For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the Lord.  For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.”   If we closely examine the following scriptures, we’ll come to realize that there is an order of rule (hierarchy/chain of command) that the Lord has set up/established and his elect are commanded to comply with it:    

Genesis 3:16

16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children: and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.

I Corinthians 11:3

3 But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ: and the head of the woman is the man: and the head of Christ is God.


In conclusion, it is crucial that we understand that there is no particular condition (i.e., gender “male or female”, nationality “Jew or Greek”, status/condition “bond or free”, etc.) to obtain salvation.   Furthermore, the false doctrine that states that women can usurp authority over men is one of many signs that point to the end of the church age.  The Lord warns us in his word that there must first be a falling away from the truth before the coming of Christ, which signifies the end of the world.  This truth can be found in 2 Thessalonians 2:1-4 – Now we beseech you, brethren, by (concerning) the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him.  That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand (has come).  Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition:  Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.  The Lord also cautions us that when we see the abomination of desolation (lack of truth, which is an indication that the Holy Spirit is no longer operating in the churches), we’re to flee to Christ.   This commandment of the Lord is in Matthew 24:15-16 – When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) Then let them which be in Judaea (church) flee into the mountains (Christ).    
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
