And These Signs Will Follow Them That Believe

“The Spiritual Meaning of Mark 16:17 & 18”
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In order for us to get a full understanding of Mark 16:17 & 18, we must realize that it is a parable and only God’s children will be able to understand the true meaning of God’s word.

Mark 4:34
But without a parable spake he not unto them; and when they were alone, he expounded all things to his disciples.

“A parable is an earthly circumstance or story with a heavenly meaning.”

Luke 8:10
And said, Unto you it is given to know the mysteries of the kingdom of God: but to others in parables; that seeing they might not see, and hearing they might not understand.

“God only reveals his word to his children”
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Mark 16:17 & 18

17 – And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; 

shall speak with new tongues; 18 – They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly 

thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

In my name shall they cast out devils –

God’s children will teach the gospel.  By teaching the true gospel, God’s elect will become 

saved and they will be released from the bondage of Satan.

They shall speak in new tongues –

The new tongues is a true understanding of the gospel.  We now speak the tongue of true 

believers.

They shall take up serpents –
When we become saved, Satan no longer controls us, but instead we control Satan.

And if they drink any deadly thing, its shall not hurt them –

We know that if we drink any poisonous thing, that we will get sick and possibly die.  So, what   

does God mean in this verse?  False doctrine is like a poisonous wine.  Once God reveals his 

word to us, we will be able discern what is the true gospel.  Therefore, the false doctrine will 

no longer hurt us.

They shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover –
We will not physically lay hands on the sick, but instead we will teach the gospel and God’s 

elect shall become healed from their spiritual sickness (blindness to the truth).
