Spiritual Communion
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For God has declared that we MUST worship him in Spirit and in truth [John 4:24 - God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth].  Also God has declared in I Timothy 4:8 that bodily exercise profits little, which means that any physical ritual that we do really doesn't profit us [I Timothy 4:8 - For bodily exercise profiteth little: but godliness is profitable unto all things, having promise of the life that now is, and of that which is to come].  But when we eat the strong meat of the word as in Hebrews 5:14, we are exercised in the Spirit to discern both what is good and evil in the sight of God [Hebrews 5:14 - But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil].  

Knowing this, let us begin our Communion (communication) through the Holy Spirit [II Corinthians 13:14 - The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Ghost, be with you all. A-men].  I'd like to start with something that baffled me for a while when the Lord first called me.  In Ecclesiastes 2:24, God says that "There is nothing better for a man, than that he should eat and drink, and that he should make his soul enjoy good in his labour…"  I pondered for some time about eating and drinking and then it was revealed to me in John 6:53 that it is the flesh and blood of Jesus, but how? [John 6:53 - Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you].  I knew that it could not be a bodily exercise (physical) such as eating bread and drinking juice.  When God said that there is nothing better for us to do then to eat and drink, he did not mean physical food/drink.  In Hebrews 10:7 and Psalms 40:6-7 Jesus comes in the volume of a book to do the will of God which is how God communes with us [Hebrews 10:7 - THEN SAID I, LO, I COME (IN THE VOLUME OF THE BOOK IT IS WRITTEN OF ME,) TO DO THY WILL, O GOD.] [Psalms 40:6,7 - Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required.  Then said I, Lo, I come: in the volume of the book it is written of me,].  And in Revelation 10:10, we can see that we are to eat the book (bible) which is the Holy Communion with God through the bible, which is what the man who entered into paradise the day Jesus was crucified had with Jesus.  The thief had communion with Jesus by talking with him.  As Jesus spoke, the thief was baptized with water (which is the word of God) and the thief was saved by the faith that was given to him by Jesus (Acts 26:18).  All this happened while hanging on the cross.  This is why there is only ONE baptism [Ephesians 4:5 - One Lord, one faith, one baptism].  We do not serve God in any shadows, signs or ceremonial laws [Colossians 2:16,17 - Let no man therefore judge you in MEAT, or in DRINK, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the Sabbath days:  Which are a SHADOW of things to come; but the body is of Christ].   Therefore, God will not judge us because we are eating physical bread and juice unworthily, it will be because we are carnally minded and are eating his words (the bible), which are the body and blood of Christ unworthily. God also teaches us how often we should partake of communion with him [Matthew 6:11 - Give us this day our DAILY bread].  We should judge ourselves daily through the supper that is prepared by God (the bible).

Therefore, let us not bring our own supper into the church by being hungry from the lack of studying God's word or be drunken by not understanding the spiritual meaning of God's word [I Corinthians 11:21 - For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken]. We do not want to shame those in the church by bringing in a confusing message by mixing a physical and spiritual supper together after God has told us to serve him in Spirit and in truth [I Corinthians 11:22 What? Have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not?  What shall I say to you?  Shall I praise you in this?  I praise you not].  Let us receive what God has done in the breaking of his body and in the sweating of his great drops of blood in preparation of his magnificent spiritual supper.   Let us not do as the Pharisees (self righteous) did in their carnal washings by following the traditions of the elders and laying aside the commandments (which are spiritual) of God as stated in the first nine verses of Mark Chapter 7.  For we know the law is spiritual [Romans 7:14].  In order for us to come back to the remembrance God, we must eat and drink (study the word of God).  This is how God brings himself back to our remembrance.  Due to the curse that God put on mankind for his transgressions in the garden, we have to eat bread (the bible) in the SWEAT of our face [Genesis 3:19 - In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground...](meaning, we have to labor to enter back into his rest) [Hebrews 4:11 & II Tim 2:15].  This is what God commands us to do in REMEMBRANCE of him.  

In conclusion to the spiritual communion, I find what is stated in Luke 24 to be very helpful. Luke 24:15-17, 35 - And it came to pass, that, while they communed together and reasoned, Jesus himself drew near, and went with them. But their eyes were holden that they should not know him. And he said unto them, What manner of communications are these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad?…And they told what things were done in the way, and how he (Jesus) was known of them in the breaking of bread.  As we can see from the two men as they communed together about the crucifixion of Jesus, the Lord drew near because of their communing of him.  However, their eyes were held from seeing truth until Jesus revealed himself to them in the breaking of bread. Salvation! The Lord reveals himself through his word the bible.  Malachi 3:16 - Then they that feared the Lord spake often one to another (communed): and the Lord hearkened, and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that feared the Lord, and that thought upon his name.

· Please note that the word “communion” is found 4 times in the New Testament. The Greek meaning for the word “communion” in the Strongs Concordance under #2842 is; partnership, participation, to communicate, distribute, and fellowship.
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
