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Women were to be Silent During the Church Existence
“Women Were Forbidden by God to Speak or Teach in The NT Church Congregation”
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The bible is very clear in Paul’s letter to Timothy in setting forth the rules and instructions for the New Testament Christians when the church was under the care of God.

I Timothy 2:11-15
11 - Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection.  

12 - But suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over

        the man, but  to be in silence.  

13 - For Adam was first formed, then Eve. 

14 - And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the 

        transgression.  

15 - Not withstanding she shall be saved in childbearing, if they continue in faith and    

        charity and holiness with sobriety.


1 Timothy 3:1-15, lists the qualifications for a bishop (overseer or pastor) and a deacon.  Please note careful attention to verses 2, 4, 5, 11, 12 and 15... The verses do not mention a woman’s role as being an overseer.

1 Timothy 3:1-15
1 - This is a true saying, If a man desire the office of a bishop, he desireth a good work. 


2 - A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, of       good behaviour, given to hospitality, apt to teach:

 


3 - Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre: but patient, not a brawler, 

      not covetous;

4 - One that ruleth well his own house, having his children in subjection with all gravity;

5 - (For if a man know not how to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the   

      church of God?)

6 - Not a novice, lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the 

      devil.

7 - Moreover he must have a good report of them which are without; lest he fall into

     reproach and the snare of the devil.


8 - Likewise must the deacons be grave, not double tongued, not given to much wine, 

      not greedy of filthy lucre;

9 - Holding the mystery of the faith in a pure conscience.

10 - And let these also first be proved; then let them use the office of a deacon, being

        found blameless.  

11 - Even so must their wives be grave, not slanderers, sober, faithful in all things.  
12 - Let the deacons be the husband of one wife, ruling their children and their own 

        houses well.  

13 - For they that have used the office of a deacon well purchase to themselves a good

        degree, and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus. 

14 - These things write I unto thee, hoping to come unto thee shortly; 

15 - But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how thou oughest to behave thyself in 

        the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of 

        the truth.

As you can see in verse 15, Paul is stating that the instructions given in the previous verses are how we ought to behave in the house of God (church). 

I Corinthians 14:34,35    

      34 - Let your women keep silence in the churches; for it is not permitted unto them to speak

  


     but they are commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law.  

35 - And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at home: for it is a 

        shame for women to speak in the church.

This epistle is not only written to the Christians at Corinth, but also to “all that in every place call upon the name of Jesus Christ our Lord, both theirs and ours” (See 1 Corinthians 1:2).
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“What a woman’s role is according to the Word of God”

The scriptures listed below are paraphrased... Please read the entire scripture...  
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The aged women (mature in the word) should be holy, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things (able to declare the true word of God) - able to teach the young women to be sober, to love their husband, to love their children, to be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their husbands…  (Read Titus 2:1-5)

According to the word of God there is a chain of command that we must follow. 

...a woman’s desire shall be her husband and he shall rule over her... (Read Genesis 3:16)

...the head of man is Christ; and the head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God…

(Read 1 Corinthians 11:3)  
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“The time of great tribulation has come and it’s time to depart from the churches”
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We are living in the time of great tribulation when God and his law book (the bible) are no longer the ultimate authority in the corporate churches on how we are to worship, honor, and obey God.   Yes, mankind honors the Lord with his mouth saying how much he loves God and obeys a few select verses here and there, but inwardly (spiritually) mankind is full of spiritual adultery (Psalm 62:4).  The result of this rebellion in the churches has brought God’s righteous judgment upon the corporate church without these dear people who call themselves Christians ever realizing it.  They believe that they are worshipping Christ every Sunday, but in their spiritual blindness they are worshiping Satan who has taken his seat (Rev 2:13) in the churches through the carnal (false) teachings of the Pastors and Elders of all church denominations (2 Cor 11:14-15, 2 Thess 2:3-4, Rev 13:8).  Here are some of the signs that will help you recognize if your church rulers and congregation have been infiltrated by Satan and his carnal teachings:

1) Are women allowed to speak in your local congregation?  

2) Do your Pastors teach that you must be baptized in physical water to be saved?  

3) Does your church teach that communion (that is to say “communication”) with God is physically eating a piece of cracker or bread and drinking juice and by doing this act you are remembering God? 

4) Do you have an alter call where parishioners believe that they can to be saved or heard by God?

5) Does your church teach that tithing means you should give ten percent of your money to the church? 

6) Does your church teach that your work in believing or accepting Jesus can cause you to become born-again (saved)?  

7) Does your church believe that there is a certain sin (adultery) that permits a husband and wife to divorce?  

8) Does your church believe that the meaning of fasting is not eating food?  

9) Does your church believe and teach in tongues, visions, and dreams?  

10) Are the people of your church always looking for physical healing?  

If you answered yes to some of these questions than you have been deceived.  But, it’s not too late to earnestly seek the Lord by praying for wisdom and diligently searching the scriptures for truth.  If you truly claim to love and trust the Lord than you should grab hold of your bible and begin fellowshipping with Christ at home and if at all possible with other true believers.  You should not fellowship with the works of darkness (please read 1 Cor 10:20-21, 1 John 1:3, 1 John 2:27).
